Notice the ‘+’ sign added to the front of the 
file name?  This means that the bundle file is 
open.
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Recommendation: ALWAYS check a bundle file’s 
information before opening it. If it has extraneous 
fields, request a PulseNet bundle from the person from 
which you received the bundle file.
